PTA Committee Descriptions

Artist in Residence – Brings in an artist to spend a week teaching upper grade students.  Past artists have included poets, painters, sculptors and more. 
Audit – Reviews and confirms accuracy of PTA accounts and year-end reconciliation statements.
Beautification – Enhances the physical space of Lincoln, indoors and out.
Bingo – A fun Sunday afternoon in the winter which raises money for the 5th grade gift to the school.
Book Fair:  Provides our students with a chance to purchase great books while raising funds for our library.  Volunteers work 1-2 hour shifts, over the course of the week-long fair.  A sign-up form will be sent home in early October. 
Box Tops – Collects Box Tops and submits them for funds for the school.
Buzz Book:  Create our school telephone directory.
Chess Club – Organizes after-school chess instruction and practice for Lincoln, Ravinia, Braeside and Edgewood students at Lincoln School.
Creation Station – Helps students create, edit and publish writing projects in handmade, hardback covers.  We meet on Thursdays and welcome one hour or more of your time.
District 112 Liaison – Keep tabs on what is happening in the school district and updates the Lincoln community.
Diversity Awareness – This parent-lead program exposes students to a wide variety of disabilities through hands-on simulations along with other fun and stimulating opportunities.  Volunteers plan Jan.-March and teach 1 day/week for 5 weeks in April and May.
Enrichment – Coordinates grants of money from PTA to school staff for projects and materials that support student learning.
Fall Frolic – Plans and coordinates back-to-school party for the whole school.
Fifth Grade Activities -- Organizes special school year-end activities for graduating 5th fifth graders.
Food Days: Help serve students lunch from outside vendors.  Volunteers typically work one set day a month during both lunch periods.
Fun(d) Run – Work to recruit Lincoln participants and volunteers in a run/walk benefitting the District 112 Education Foundation.  The Fun(d) usually occurs in late Sept.
Gift Wrap:  One of our school’s biggest fundraisers.  Students sell gift wrap and gift items during September and October and then volunteers distribute items to students in November. 
Grocery Bucks: A wonderful fundraiser in which families can purchase gift cards to Sunset, Jewel and Dominick’s. Lincoln receives a percentage back from the stores.  Volunteers help to publicize program and distribute the cards on a monthly basis.
Holiday Bucks: A fundraiser in December during which families can order a variety of gift cards and Lincoln receives a percentage of the price. 
Hospitality – Coordinates Welcome to Lincoln signs for incoming students, as well as organizing food for various events including a PTA orientation for incoming families, staff meals during conferences and staff appreciation week.
Junior Great Books – Organize reading enrichment class for multiple grade levels during lunch recess in the winter.  Some training required to lead the classes.
LEAP – Organizes a variety of fee-based, after-school activities including sports, art and science classes.
Library Volunteers – Assist librarian with checking in and shelving books.  Consistent, weekly commitment requested.
Lincoln Lookout – Coordinate upper grade students in planning, researching and writing stories for school newspaper which is issued up to three times per year.
Memory Book:  Lincoln’s fabulous yearbook!  Volunteers are always needed to submit photographs throughout the year.
Movie Night – Coordinate Friday Night out at the movies for all Lincoln students.  Occurs in Jan and volunteers are needed for check-in, food service and security.
Nominating – Slates all open PTA Board positions and selects chair(s) for all standing committees.  Active in the spring.
Pancake Day:  A long-standing community tradition and Lincoln’s biggest fundraiser held in November!  Volunteers are needed to serve on planning committees including Games & Crafts, Silent Auction, Raffle, Food and Publicity. A request form for volunteers to work 1-2 hour shifts during the event is distributed in October.
PASK 112 Liaison – Connects parents of students with special needs to other parents in the PASK 112 Parent to Parent Mentor Program which is designed to help families informally problem solve, explore different strategies and broaden understanding of the special education process.  
Respect Curriculum – Includes parents, teachers and administration to identify classroom curricula and programming focused on respecting all peers.
Room Parents – Assist your child’s teacher with activities, holiday parties and communication to other parents.  Also responsible for collecting money for teacher gifts.
Safety – Addresses safety issues that arise such as traffic and wasps/bees and communicates solutions to the Lincoln community.
School Store:  Open every Thursday before school, students can purchase Lincoln-specific school supplies as well as fun items such as pens, pencils and erasers. Volunteers help to staff the store.
School Supplies: Lincoln offers families the opportunity to purchase school supply packages and Lincoln receives a percentage. Order forms are distributed in May and supplies are delivered directly to the classrooms when school starts.  
Science Night – Coordinate event where 4th and 5th graders display science projects, followed by a science workshop and hands-on activities for all students.
Service Club – Organizes and coordinates activities supporting local charities during lunch recess on a monthly basis. 
Sportswear:  Help promote Lincoln spirit!  Lincoln logo sportswear goes on sale at the beginning of the year and is then offered again in the spring. 
Spring Fling – Plans and coordinates year-end party for the whole school.
Web Liaison – Manages the PTA website with the help of a web designer.
Workshop Wonder – Coordinates in-school workshops that make curriculum come alive for students.  Examples include a hands-on pioneer exhibit, Mad Science and town hall meetings run by an Abraham Lincoln impersonator.
